Order # 27 on approval of temporary procedure of
control of movement of people, vehicles and cargo

TEMPORARY PROCEDURE

of control of movement of people,
vehicles and cargo

I. General Provisions

…

1.3. The citizens of Ukraine have the right to enter and leave the anti-terrorist operation (ATO) zone through the block-posts and control points if they present the passports documents confirming their identity and Ukrainian citizenship and passes which are given by CC or CG (at the determined places). The passes are signed by the heads of CC and CG.
1.4. On those natural persons who enter and leave the anti-terrorist operation zone the Law of Ukraine "On Prevention and Counteraction of Legalization (Laundering) of Proceeds from Crime or Terrorist Financing" is applied.
1.5. In order to enter the anti-terrorist operation zone foreigners and stateless persons need to present their passport documents and passes given by CC or CG (at the determined places).
1.6. Customs procedures related to cargo and vehicles transported for commercial purposes and entering the anti-terrorist operation zone and leaving it by people are conducted at corresponding control points according to the current legislation of Ukraine.
1.7. The procedure of entering and leaving the anti-terrorist operation, crossing the line of encounter is announced with the help of mass media by operation centers of anti-terrorist operation control and by the local authorities.
…

1.12. The entering and leaving the uncontrolled zone is performed through block posts taking into account the peculiarities covered by this Procedure: 
          citizens of Ukraine (not including those participating in ATO) have the right to enter/leave this zone if they present any document covered by the Article 5 of the Ukrainian Law "On the citizenship of Ukraine" or by the Article 2 of the Ukrainian Law " On the order of departure from Ukraine and entrance to Ukraine of citizens of Ukraine". Persons under the age of 16 cross this line according to the Rules for crossing the state border by citizens of Ukraine (in the part related to persons under the age of 16) with the pass. These rules are approved by the Decree # 57 of the Cabinet of Ministers issued on the 27th of January, 1995.
         foreigners and stateless persons cross this line with passport documents and passes.
1.13. Transporting of goods to and out of temporary uncontrolled area by entities and natural persons is conducted through the control points according to this Procedure if the transporter or owner (authorized representative) of this cargo produces special permission issued by the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine.
1.14. Transporting of cargo (goods) is allowed only to economic entities that are registered in the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine and pay taxes to the state budget of Ukraine in the amount and order determined by the Ukrainian legislation and this Procedure.
1.16. In case of violation of cease-fire regime (unauthorized engagement, small arms attacks, artillery attacks and actions of sabotage-reconnaissance groups) by illegal armed groups at the distance less than 30 km to the transporting routs or there is factual firing of transporting routs, block posts, control points the crossing procedure is stopped.

VI. Control Points Regime
…
6.6. Passengers and operation personnel of transport means after entering the territory of control points produce their vehicles, cargo and other property for the check on the requirement of officials of the border protection unit or other control units or services.
6.7. Passengers and operation personnel of transport means after entering the territory of control points have the right to:
       be present during the check of their transport means, cargo and baggage; be present during taking the samples of substances and materials that belong to them for express analysis by the corresponding authorized officials 
       get all the explanations from officials of the border protection unit or other control units or services in case of they are not allowed to enter or leave the ATO zone.
6.8. Leaving the control points is conducted only if it is allowed by officials of the border protection unit.
6.9. Execution of legal requirements of authorized officials of the SBGS unit and other authorized officials at the control points is obligatory for all persons who enter/leave the ATO zone.
VII. Passes

7.1. Entering/leaving the uncontrolled territory by citizens of Ukraine, foreigners and stateless persons is allowed only with passport documents and passes given by CC or CG or in places agreed with local authorities.
7.2. Pass can be given to foreigners or stateless persons if they give permission on processing and storage of their personal data in information and telecommunication system and if there is one of below mentioned reasons:
1) if foreigners' or stateless persons' close relatives or members of their families live on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the documents issued by the Ukrainian authorities);
2) if foreigners' or stateless persons' close relatives or members of their families are buried on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the corresponding documents);
3) if their close relatives or members died on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the corresponding documents);

4) if they participate in protection of national interests of Ukraine for peaceful settlement of a conflict or perform humanitarian assistance (only on the request or agreement of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs);
5) if they perform diplomatic or consular functions, are the members of international organizations, where Ukraine is a member (only on the request or agreement of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs).

7.8. Ukrainian citizens get the passes if they give permission on processing and storage of their personal data in information and telecommunication system and if there is one of below mentioned reasons:

1) if these persons, these persons' close relatives or members of their families live on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the documents issued by the Ukrainian authorities);

2) if these persons' close relatives or members of their families are buried on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the corresponding documents);

3) if their close relatives or members died on the uncontrolled territory (this fact needed to be confirmed by the corresponding documents);

4) if they are the owners of the property at the uncontrolled territory;
5) if they participate in protection of national interests of Ukraine for peaceful settlement of a conflict or perform humanitarian assistance;
6) if they perform functions within international organizations, where Ukraine is a member (only on the request or agreement of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs).

7) if they conduct regular travels to uncontrolled zone as railway workers.
7.9. In order to get the pass the person has to file the following documents:
1) application form where the person should mention the route (populated areas), terms of presence in the ATO zone (controlled or uncontrolled  territory);
2) passport document (it is returned after presenting);

3) document that confirm the legal stay at the territory of Ukraine (for foreigners or stateless persons);
4) copy of the passport document page with personal data and authorized translation of it into Ukrainian (for foreigners or stateless persons);

5) document that confirm the aim of entering the uncontrolled area:
copy of document that confirms this person's residence or this person's close relatives or members of the families residence of the ATO territory;

document that confirms this person's close relatives or members of the families place of burry on the ATO territory;

telegrams on death or illness of this person's close relatives or members of the families on the uncontrolled (controlled) territory certified by health service establishments;
documents that confirm ownership of property on the uncontrolled (controlled) territory;

requests or agreements of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs on persons mentioned in subsections 4, 5 of the section 7.2. and subsection 6 of the section 7.3. of this Procedure;

other documents that may confirm the aim of entering the uncontrolled (controlled) territory;
6) foreigners and stateless persons need document that confirms that they have sufficient funds for staying in Ukraine for the planned period or there have to be corresponding guaranties of the receiving side.

7.10. The pass is issued to persons under 18 years of age. Data on minors is inserted to passes of their parents or legal representatives.

…

7.12. The pass is issued for single or multiple entrance to uncontrolled (controlled) territory and exit from it and is valid for a period specified in application with documented period that couldn’t exceed the authorized period of stay foreigner or stateless person in Ukraine and should consider required period to leave Ukraine (equal to 3 days).

The pass for single entrance to uncontrolled (controlled) territory and exit from it is issued according to grounds specified in points 1 – 3, paragraph 7.2 and points 1 – 3, paragraph 7.8 of this Procedure.

The pass for multiple entries to uncontrolled (controlled) territory is issued for one-year period according to grounds specified in points 4 – 5, paragraph 7.2 and points 4 – 7, paragraph 7.8  of this Procedure, as well as for foreigners and stateless persons who have permanent residence permit in Ukraine, and who’s residence is registered in uncontrolled (controlled) territory.

VIII Issue of permits on carrying cargo (goods) to or from uncontrolled territory
8.1. Citizen (owner or authorized person), who intends to import or export of cargo (goods) to/from temporary uncontrolled territories should contact the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine with appropriate application at the place of registration as tax payer to the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine.

Application equal to sample is submitted in written or electronic form (in compliance with the Law of Ukraine “On electronic digital signature” and the Law of Ukraine “On electronic documents and document flow”).

The head of Operational Headquarters on ATO issues approves the list of economic entities and goods, additions and changes to it.
Terms of application review on import / export of cargo (goods);

Humanitarian aid – up to 3 working days;

Goods for industrial needs – up to 10 working days;

Other goods – up to 30 working days.

Humanitarian goods (relief consignments) are carried to temporary uncontrolled territories after recognition them as humanitarian aid, in the manner determined by the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine.

The bodies of the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine consider application and in arrangements with CC is made the decision on granting permission for import / export of cargo (goods) or refusal (according to terms established in point 2.2 of this Order).
